An Overview of Reconciliation and Healing Prayer
PRAYER: AN INVITATION TO HAVE YOUR WORLDVIEW TURNED UPSIDE DOWN
Worldview is difficult to articulate because it exists more deeply than stated beliefs

“…it has become clear that each of these areas of cultural patterning consists of surface- level behavior and deep-level assumptions.  The latter – the assumptions – we call worldview.  This is beneath the surface of culture, usually below the level of a people’s awareness and often difficult to outsiders to discover.” (p. 182, Christianity With Power, Charles Kraft)
More than any other factor behavior is grounded in your worldview 
“I suggest that a worldview functions as a set of habits, forming background beliefs that direct our acts of noticing or failing to notice various features of reality…

…A person’s actual worldview from which he lives and moves and has his being is the most important fact about that person.”  (p. 34, Kingdom Triangle, J.P. Moreland)

The decision to pray is an invitation for God to change your worldview

· It will change your theology (your view of God)
"Ah, Sovereign LORD, you have made the heavens and the earth by your great power and outstretched arm. Nothing is too hard for you. You show love to thousands but bring the punishment for the fathers' sins into the laps of their children after them. O great and powerful God, whose name is the LORD Almighty, great are your purposes and mighty are your deeds. Your eyes are open to all the ways of men; you reward everyone according to his conduct and as his deeds deserve. (Jeremiah 32:17-18)
· It will change the way you view the supernatural realm
For our struggle is not against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, against the authorities, against the powers of this dark world and against the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly realms. (Ephesians 6:12)
· It will change your attitude for learning about how the supernatural realm works

When Jesus saw that a crowd was running to the scene, he rebuked the evil spirit. "You deaf and mute spirit," he said, "I command you, come out of him and never enter him again." The spirit shrieked, convulsed him violently and came out. The boy looked so much like a corpse that many said, "He's dead." But Jesus took him by the hand and lifted him to his feet, and he stood up. After Jesus had gone indoors, his disciples asked him privately, "Why couldn't we drive it out?" He replied, "This kind can come out only by prayer" 
· It will change the way that you live your life

"Truly, truly, I say to you, he who believes in Me, the works that I do, he will do also; and greater works than these he will do; because I go to the Father. (John 14:12)
· It will change how you pray

Is any one of you in trouble? He should pray… Is any one of you sick? He should call the elders of the church to pray over him and anoint him with oil in the name of the Lord. And the prayer offered in faith will make the sick person well; the Lord will raise him up. (James 5:13-15)
· It will change the way you “know” (yada) God 
And I will betroth you to Me in faithfulness. Then you will know the LORD. (Hosea 2:20)

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THREE LEVELS OF HEALING: A VERTICAL PARADIGM FOR 
RECONCILIATION AND HEALING PRAYER

(surface level)
· Physical healing 




· Emotional healing 



(deep level)
· Spiritual healing 




(realm of demonization)

1. When we consider the ministry of Jesus, we conclude that God is often glorified through the healing of people (physically, emotionally, spiritually) 
2. Jesus’ motivation to heal was his compassion and love for people; this must be our only motivation as well.
3. The desired outcome of healing is intimacy with the Father
Note: Our primary desired outcome is not the healing itself

4. Sometimes the Lord heals instantaneously and completely.  Oftentimes, healing is a continual process involving an ongoing intervention of the faith community.

5. As in the use of each of the spiritual gifts, God clearly values interdependence within the Body of Christ.  (see I Corinthians 12:9, healing is one of the gifts of double plurality)

6. Healing (at best) is a temporary solution to an eternal question. 

7. When healing becomes the only goal, people will seek temporary relief; God offers eternal release.  

8. Healing is only one aspect of a person’s overall spiritual formation process.  It must never become the central ministry or identity of a church. 

9. God is ultimately concerned with our eternal condition.  Therefore, if God does not heal in the precise way we ask, God has not failed (neither have we failed.)  
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Ministry Guidelines
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Foundational Principles

· Even though the all of the gifts of the Holy Spirit have been available to the Church since its inception, NewSong is relatively new in exploring what will be the appropriate expression of the so-called “sign gifts” (e.g. gifts of healings, prophetic word, miracles, etc.) in our particular context.

· We affirm and honor the expression of the Holy Spirit and the gifts that have been given to various denominations, churches and movements of the Holy Spirit.  At NewSong, however, we do not believe that the Lord is calling us to duplicate any of these other expressions.  Our hope and desire is simply that the Holy Sprit will bring about the manner in which He wishes us to express these gifts in our context.

· The leadership team of this training is committed to providing a safe environment for interested NewSong attendees to learn and develop the skills and abilities necessary to hear God and to pray more effectively.  In order to provide this type of learning environment, we believe that members of our community must be committed to relationships of mutual submission and accountability. 

· NewSong’s Reconciliation and Healing Prayer Training is open to those that are not a part of our community, in fact we consider ourselves privileged to share whatever the Lord imparts to us and does in our midst for those from other parts of the Body of Christ. 

· We are emphatically committed to protecting every person under our care by providing a safe environment for learning and the development of the gifts of the Holy Spirit that are being entrusted to this local church community.    

Specific Prayer and Prophetic Ministry Guidelines

In the interest of the above stated values and objectives please note that we are not providing a prayer or prophetic ministry platform for those who attend other church communities or those who are passing through.  

1. If you are not a regular NewSong attendee please refrain from offering a prophetic word or praying aloud at any time during the course of the training experience.

2. Please refrain from offering prayer or prophetic ministry outside of the specific training environment. 

3. Please refrain from extending the prayer or prophetic ministry after the conclusion of the training experience.   
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
