GUIDELINES
THE PURPOSE OF PROPHESY

I am God, and there is no other; I am God, and there is none like me. I make known the end from the beginning, from ancient times, what is still to come. I say: My purpose will stand, and I will do all that I please (Isaiah 46:10)

He who speaks in a tongue edifies himself, but he who prophesies edifies the church 
(1 Cor 14:4)

For you can all prophesy one by one, that all may learn and all may be encouraged.
 (1 Cor 14:31)

However, when He, ﻿﻿the Spirit of truth, has come, ﻿﻿He will guide you into all truth; for He will not speak on His own authority, but whatever He hears He will speak; and He will tell you things to come.﻿ ﻿He will glorify Me, for He will take of what is Mine and declare it to you. (John 16:13)

THE ATTITUDE OF A PROPHET

Seek the gift giver

Pursue love, and desire spiritual gifts, but especially that you may prophesy (1 Cor 14:1) 
Humility
If I have the gift of prophecy and can fathom all mysteries and all knowledge, and if I have a faith that can move mountains, but have not love, I am nothing.  (1 Cor 13:2)
For I say, through the grace given to me, to everyone who is among you, not to think of himself more highly than he ought to think, but to think soberly, as God has dealt to each one a measure of faith. For as we have many members in one body, but all the members do not have the same function, so we, being many, are one body in Christ, and individually members of one another. Having then gifts differing according to the grace that is given to us, let us use them: if prophecy, let us prophesy in proportion to our faith; or ministry, let us use it in our ministering; he who teaches, in teaching; he who exhorts, in exhortation; he who gives, with liberality; he who leads, with diligence; he who shows mercy, with cheerfulness. (Romans 12:3 – 8)

For we know in part and we prophesy in part (1 Cor 13:9)

However, when He, ﻿﻿the Spirit of truth, has come, ﻿﻿He will guide you into all truth; for He will not speak on His own authority, but whatever He hears He will speak; and He will tell you things to come.  ﻿He will glorify Me, for He will take of what is Mine and declare it to you. (John 16:13)
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Accountability

And ﻿the spirits of the prophets are subject to the prophets.﻿ For God is not the author of ﻿confusion but of peace, as in all the churches of the saints (1 Cor 14:32)

Let two or three prophets speak, and ﻿﻿let the others judge. But if anything is revealed to another who sits by, ﻿﻿let the first keep silent. For you can all prophesy one by one, that all may learn and all may be encouraged. (1 Cor 14:29 - 31)

But ﻿the prophet who presumes to speak a word in My name, which I have not commanded him to speak, or ﻿who speaks in the name of other gods, that prophet shall die (Deut 18:20)

If there arises among you a prophet or a ﻿﻿dreamer of dreams, ﻿﻿and he gives you a sign or a wonder, ﻿and ﻿the sign or the wonder comes to pass, of which he spoke to you, saying, ‘Let us go after other gods’—which you have not known—‘and let us serve them,’ ﻿ you shall not listen to the words of that prophet or that dreamer of dreams, for the Lord your God ﻿is testing you to know whether you love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul. ﻿You shall ﻿﻿walk ﻿after the Lord your God and fear Him, and keep His commandments and obey His voice; you shall serve Him and ﻿﻿hold fast to Him. ﻿But ﻿that prophet or that dreamer of dreams shall be put to death, because he has spoken in order to turn you away from the Lord your God. 
(Deut 13:1 – 5)

PROPHESY IN ACTION

Therefore, brethren, desire earnestly to prophesy, and do not forbid to speak with tongues (1 Cor 14:39)

And on My menservants and on My maidservants I will pour out My Spirit in those days; And they shall prophesy (Act 2:18)

And when Paul had laid hands on them, the Holy Spirit came upon them, and they spoke with tongues and prophesied (Act 19:6)

However, when He, ﻿﻿the Spirit of truth, has come, ﻿﻿He will guide you into all truth; for He will not speak on His own authority, but whatever He hears He will speak; and He will tell you things to come. ﻿14﻿ ﻿He will glorify Me, for He will take of what is Mine and declare it to you. (John 16:13)
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PRACTICAL METHODS

When the word of the LORD comes to you, ask the LORD: 

· “Who is this for?”

· “When should I give the word?”
· “Where should I give it?”

· and “How should I give it?” meaning “how should I word it?”  

You don’t need to know “Why this word is given” or “What it is for?” GOD will reveal “Why” and “What” if HE so chooses.

Try to give the “exact” word or scripture as it was revealed to you.
Write it down! (Date, time, place, and circumstance when you received the word)

DO NOT try to give interpretation unless interpretation was given to you to reveal to the recipient!

DO NOT use the word “thus saith the LORD” since this indicates that you are in perfect alignment with GOD’s revelation. 

Always keep in focus to edify and encourage the body of Christ, glorify JESUS, and do it in LOVE.  Keep in focus to help draw the listener closer to JESUS and not to yourself.
