GPS: Navigation for Reconciliation and Healing Prayer

A typical GPS receiver calculates its position using the signals from four or more GPS satellites. Four satellites are needed since the process needs a very accurate local time… …These values are then turned into more user-friendly forms, such as latitude/longitude or location on a map, then displayed to the user.
Prayer Navigation Satellites:
· Intake Questionnaire (preparatory clues)
· Interview (pressing need)
· Forgiveness Process 
· Reliance and guidance on the Holy Spirit

Note: When it comes to healing prayer, timing (in the life of the person you are praying for) is everything.
Prayer Admonitions: 
1. Apart from the miraculous work of the Holy Spirit, our efforts to bring about genuine transformation are virtually meaningless.

“Sometimes God won’t intervene until something is humanly impossible… Maybe that is why God sometimes invites us to defy impossible odds.  Maybe it is one way He can show us His omnipotence.  Maybe God allows the odds to be stacked against us so He can reveal more of his glory.” (In a Pit with a Lion on a Snowy Day, Mark Batterson, pg. 23)
2. Every individual is unique; every circumstance, confession or story that is heard is new, therefore, every prayer is prayed for the very first time – every time.

Note: Beware of the Moses Mistake!

3. The greatest gift that you can create and offer is an environment of safety.

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Forgiveness Process – be vigilant for all of the following:

· Reoccurring patterns of wounding

· Rejection

· Unworthy

· Unlovable

· Internal vows 
· “I’ll never trust anyone again”

· “ I could never love another woman like that my entire life”

· Curses

· “You’re a loser and a failure”

· “You are lazy and worthless”

· Agreements 
· “My father was right, I’ll always be a loser and a failure”
· “My teacher said I am lazy and worthless” 

· Self-curses 
· “I’ll be struggling with finances for the rest of my life”
· “I will never amount to anything”  

· Bitter Root Judgments 
· “My father is a harsh and abusive man…” 

· Intimate relationship bonding

· Consensual sex

· Non-consensual sex

· Soul ties

Note: The soul is comprised of a person’s will, mind, and emotions. Are there inappropriate ties to someone in any of the areas of the soul?

· “I’m in medical school because my parents wanted their first-born child to be a doctor; they agreed to pay for my entire education and living expenses until I graduate.”
· “While my father was on his death-bed I promised him that I would watch over each of my siblings until they moved out on their own and got married.”

· “I try to make adult decisions on my own, but each time I do, I start to second-guess myself and wonder if my parents will approve.”
